@@ VOTING INFORMATION & PROXY RULES

1. Each Regular Member in good standing is entitled to one vote. A Regular Member is in good standing if membership fees
have been paid by December 15, 2009. To exercise that vote, a Regular Member in good standing must complete a proxy
form and submit it to BCCPAC to receive a voting card.

2. Life, Honorary and Associate Members are not entitled to vote but are entitled to speak at the AGM, as are those who paid
membership after December 15, 2009.

3. All proxy forms must be completed and signed by two members of that member’s PAC/DPAC executive in order for an
authorized delegate to exercise speaking and/or voting rights.

4. In order to allow for more efficient processing at the Annual General Meeting, it is possible for members to mail or fax
completed proxy forms to the BCCPAC office. Proxy forms received in this manner by no later than Saturday, April 3, 2010,
at noon, will be verified and registered in advance of the AGM and voting cards may be picked up by the authorized delegate
at the Proxy Room, with picture ID.

5. Proxies not received by April 3, 2010 are required to be registered in person at the Proxy Room in order to receive a voting
and/or speaking card to participate at the AGM.

6. By Friday, April 9, 2010, the BCCPAC office will confirm receipt and registration of proxies which have been received by the
April 3rd deadline. If you have submitted your form(s) and have not received confirmation by this date please contact the
office immediately. Proxy forms not pre registered will be accepted at the Proxy room during the day at both the Spring
Conference and the AGM. Please note that as proxy forms need to be validated and processed before they can be
exchanged for voting/speaking cards, BCCPAC cannot guarantee that proxy forms received on April 17, 2010 will be
processed and exchanged for voting/speaking cards in time for the start of the AGM.

7. Voting - When providing direction to your delegate, the council should include the delegate in discussions of how your
council wishes its votes to be cast on known resolutions and its views on emergent issues that may come to the floor.
Councils should understand that new information often emerges from debate of a resolution and when new resolutions are
brought to the floor of the AGM.

8. Members who are unable to send their own PAC or DPAC delegate to the Annual General Meeting or whose voting delegate
cannot be present for the entire meeting may authorize another registered voting delegate to cast their vote(s). Please be
sure to complete section B of the Proxy Form to make this possible.

How to Use a Proxy Form
Prior to the AGM:

O Complete the Proxy Form (available on the BCCPAC website or from the office).
Be sure to have the Proxy Form signed by two members of your council’s executive.

O] mail original (keep a copy for your records) or fax a copy of the proxy form to BCCPAC no later than Saturday, April 3,
2010, at noon. OR

O Bring the signed Proxy Form with you to the conference or AGM.

At the Conference or Annual General Meeting (AGM):

Upon arrival, please register at the BCCPAC registration desk to receive your delegate package
