BCCT Chair provided an overview of the history of Criminal records checks and the
BCCT’s concern about the effectiveness of the required 5 year cycle for mandated new CR
checks. Criminal record checks have been required of all new teachers entering the
profession in B.C. since the 1996-97 school year. The concern expressed by the BCCT is
that the new requirement for 5 year renewed check is costly, time consuming and likely
does not provide the intended level of student safety. After some discussion of the
concerns and possible alternatives a concensus was reached that if the partner groups
present are willing a joint committee of the partner groups be formed in the fall to explore
effective alternatives that may be presented to government for consideration.

Early Childhood Learning Agency Susan Kennedy

Ms. Kennedy provided an overview of the history
of the ECLA and its mandate. This is an initiative
which flows from a Throne Speech commitment
made by the government. The ECLA has been
tasked with doing a feasibility study on the
implementation of full day Kindergarten for 5 year
olds by the fall of 2009 and expanding to include
availability of an all day program for 4 year olds by
2010 and 3 year olds by 2012.

The feasibility study must include consideration of
the following issues:

-Capital — Building space, etc.

-Funding

-H.R. — Availability of qualified Early Childhood
Educators

-Pedagogy.
-Other service needs - i.e. speech therapy.

Initial feedback is being sought on a discussion
paper that provides a broad framework of what
exists in other jurisdictions. The second more
detailed phase of consultation will begin with
partner groups in October. ECLA is required to
report to Cabinet in December. The report is
intended to be a conceptual view of what a best
model of an ECL program would look like. It will
provide advice to government to aid its decision
making in the form of a business case with the
main goal of the program to ensure that better pre-
pared learners are entering school.

Streamlining Initiative Scott MacDonald

The Ministry of Education has conducted a review
of all the various reporting requirements that
Boards Of Education must fulfill. A Power Point
presentation graphically depicted all of the overlap
in requirements and the peak periods that create an
undue strain on resources and complicate the
reporting process. The ministry will be examining
ways in which technology can be used to
streamline and rationalize the reporting process.

Learning Roundtable June 11™, 2008 2008

Members of the Learning Roundtable have met for the second time this school year. At this meeting, the
Minister of Education shared a review of the throne speech commitments (BC’s vision for public
education — Looking Forward). Details and breakdown of the class size analysis, collected this school)
year, including a data base available for analysis were also provided by the Ministry of Education.

At the December 10, 2007 meeting, the preliminary report on the class size/class composition data for
2008-2009 was discussed. A request was made for future analysis of the numbers presented to be
brought back to the Learning Roundtable members. The Ministry presented a summary of the latest
data on class size, gathered for 2008-2009 school year, broken down in more detail as well as a second
breakout sheet on further stats related to the students listed under Special Education categories.

The Ministry is presently going even deeper into the data around the numbers that show more than 5
students with Individual Education Plans (IEPs) in a classroom with 20 -28 students in total, 5 or more in
classrooms with 29 — 30 students, 4 or more in classrooms with 31 — 33 students and more than one
student in classrooms with 33 or more students. The ministry team will be looking at individual classes,
looking for the individual stories and education rationale behind these decisions as well as the actual
classes this represents. The intent is to ensure that these were educationally sound decisions and to
hold education administrators accountable for choices that were made. The ministry group is working
to ensure that we have the data to support the conversation as well as the stories; as at times the
numbers aren’t the whole story and we don’t want to jump to false conclusions. The team will be asking
questions that dig deeper, while hearing the story that supports the education for the individual
student.

The Ministry’s hope is to continue to build a deeper foundation of relevant data for policy discussion
that will take place around the Learning Roundtable and help to support all kids being successful.

The Minister of Education closed by asking all the education partners to forward to Mr. Davis any further
comments of members of the LRT on the data, as well as what we would like to have the Learning
Roundtable look at and discuss in future meetings. Class size and composition is being tracked and,
therefore, will be made awaren to the public, educators and the world, but we as a group, need to look
at ways of using this data in policy setting to assist in closing the gap for all students, and addressing the
other items education partners at the table have brought forward.

Topics that BCCPAC has brought to the table to date are: Students with Special Needs, BCCT Teacher
Registry, Student Learning Styles, Teacher qualifications (ongoing training and support) and Parent
Education (genuine partnerships)

The date of the next meeting of the Learning Roundtable is to be advised.

Background & Highlights:

Members of the Learning Roundtable meet on June 11th, 2008. The four items on the agenda where:
1) BC’s vision for public education - Looking Forward - A review of the Throne Speech
Commitments - Minister Bond
2) Class Size Analysis - further detail and Breakdown - Minister Bond presented by Rick
Davis
3) Data base available for analysis
4) Further comments from Roundtable members

Minister Bond opened the meeting with introductions as we had a new member at the table, Mike McEvoy
from the BCSTA.

Minister also highlighted that at noon today Prime Minister Stephen Harper, on behalf of the federal
government and all Canadians, will be issuing a statement of Apology to former students of Indian
Residential Schools. Upon encouraging support of this statement from Chief Ed John, Minister Bond has





sent a memo to all school districts to encourage them to take time at noon to what this historical moment
and to use it as a teaching moment in classrooms across the province.

Minister Bond began with a summary of throne Speech and update, highlighting:

Program Certificate in Leadership for Teachers - working with the ABCDE (Associate BC Deans of Education)
is ongoing. These discussions are in the early stage but ABCDE is showing lots of interest into the proposal.
Comments were shared that though the BCTF has expressed concerns over program with Min of Ed, this
program is not meant to be in connection with supporting teachers in taking on leadership roles as
Principals or Vice Principals but actually about supporting leadership for teachers who would like lead from
a teacher position.

College of Teachers had requested the right to remove certificates from Teachers who have been proven
incompetent due to issues like mental illness, who are addicts and unstable.

Early childhood - Government is still working on the goal of having by 2010, 400 strong Start programs
across the province. The aim is to have 100 new ones next year to bring the province up to 200 by end of
this year. They have had more requests for Strong Starts then they will be able to fill this year.

All day Kindergarten - Still looking into the feasibility study of full day kindergarten, and early kindergarten
for 4 year olds by 2010 and 3 year olds by 2012. The team doing the feasibility study include Early Learning
Staff supported by academics society and MCF Staff. Early learning is important to help support closing the
gab, including with Aboriginal students. Though there are studies like this being done in other countries,
not to the level of this study. A letter of consultation will be going out to members, Minister Bond
commented on the importance of hearing from parents on parents choice and thoughts on 3 — 4 year old
and all day kindergarten and hoped that BCCPAC would be able to promote the importance of parents get
their input into the study.

Deputy and Minister commented on the fact that this study has to take into account the economic
investment for the province, space, labour and trained staff. 1* phase will take 6 — 8 weeks high level
concepts with the 2" phase being details on the implementation.

Research & pedagogically is being done by ministry staff with a few other staff members, with a mandate to
look at a universal program and the report will be based on this. The government supports parent choice
and with a work force that has 2 parents working, this is meant to be a complementary program to child
care programs, not replacing them. Government is also looking at the capital implications, as there is space
needed and would be good to us space in schools.

Post Secondary — Still continuing to work with Ab Ed while supporting quality programs to ensure quality is
in choice schools, while expanding public education system to meet the demands within our province ie:
funding target to meet skills demand — nurses, skill workers.

FSA’s - upon reviewing the results from the tests which is about to be released, they are supporting the
essential to invest in early learning. 20% still not doing well in school, and we know that for every $1.00
spent in education saves us $17 in future costs as a society.

The Throne Speech is the road map now government is working on how to get to the end of the road.

Rick Davis presented LRT members with the latest data on class size gathered for 2008 — 2009 school year.
He also added a second break out sheet on further states related to the Special education student states.
Ministry is going deeper into the data around numbers that show more then 5 students in a classroom with
20 — 28 students, 5 or more in class rooms with 29 — 30 students, 4 or more in classrooms with 31 — 33
students and more then one student in a classroom with 33 or more students. The ministry team will be
looking at individual classes, looking for the stories and education rational behind these decisions and the
actual classes this represents. Hold people acct for choices made — educational sound check off. Work is
important to ensure that we have the data to support the conversation as well as the stories, don’t want to
jump to conclusion, will be asking question to dig deeper.





Ron asked; what about count with 0 kids with special needs in classrooms, how come and can we share the
load more.

In closing Minister asked all the education partners to forward to Rick any further comments by members of
the LRT on the data presented, as well as what would you like to have the Learning Roundtable look at and
discuss in future meetings. Expressed was the desire to get to other items presented by the partner groups,
and though class size composition is important, that we have the data, now we need to start to use the data
to support ways to closing the gap for our students.

No new date at this time has been presented for the next meeting.
